New Rule  

Examination after a fall – When competing 

All riders who have had a fall during training or competition at an Event must be examined by 
the official medical officer (or accredited first aid provider) before they take further part in the 
competition. When a rider suffers from unconsciousness and/or concussion as a result of a fall 
during training or competition they will be automatically disqualified from the competition and are 
ineligible to take any further part in any other test or competition at that event.
